Conferences

UWI SERVICE

The School continued its involvement in the planning meetings for the development of the Open Campus with representatives from all the major elements of the SCS being a part of the Planning Task Force.
INSTITUTIONAL MANAGEMENT

The proposed assessment criteria and processes for Heads of Centres were submitted to the UWI Career Path Committee. We are awaiting feedback on the criteria and a time-table for implementation.
